Monday Morning Motivational Message — We have
learned from our scholars that one of the most difficult things
for them is to be away from home and away from someone
that will guide them and give them encouragement. With this in
mind, each Monday morning your Scholars are sent a
message comprised of motivational quotes and stories that will
set the tone for the busy week ahead, and let them know that
there is someone back home cheering for them.

Emergency Fund — The objective of The George Snow
Scholarship Emergency Fund is to provide a resource for your
Scholars, whereby they can apply for additional financial
assistance which will help them manage unexpected hardships
and challenges such as sudden medical or travel expenses.
